Ian, VE7BST has set up a VoIP phone at the club station. This is the black handset.

The phone number is
 250-469-7144.

Incoming Calls
To contact the club station, call the above number and then Press 2.

This causes the phone to ring on site.

Outgoing Calls

From the club station, a call can be made by dialing 1 plus the normal 10-digit number to any North American phone number. 

There is a "send" button on the keyboard (like a cell phone) that you can press as soon as you've finished typing in the number, which will make the call go through right away.  
If you don't press send, it will wait 4 seconds after you finish typing before it attempts to make the call. 

Toll-free numbers can be reached, however the VoIP provider has limited trunks going out for 800 numbers, so sometimes you will get a fast-busy trying to call an 800 number - just try again in a few minutes.

0 gets you the same menu that outside callers get

411 is redirected to 1-250-555-1212

611 goes to Ian, VE7BST
None of the other x11 numbers work.  
This means THERE IS NO 911 SUPPORT.

APRS & IRLP

Ian has resurrected a project that he made quite some time ago, but hasn't worked on in ages.  

If you call in, and select option 3 from the menu, you get an experimental APRS voice locator.

It will ask you to type in the callsign using the touch tone keypad.  
So, for example for VE7ROM, you type 837766.  Because each digit maps to multiple letters, you may get more than one response and it will ask you which callsign you mean (83734 is an example that returns 2 results)

It will locate the user and read out the approximate street address where that callsign is or was most recently located.  
It will also give you the option of locating the closest IRLP node to that callsign.
